Evidence Considered During Screening

The DfE have published the School Revenue Funding Operational Guide at
https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/schools-funding-arrangements-2017-t0-2018, detailing
the formula factors that can be included in the local funding formula. The only factor which has been
removed for 2017/18 is a historic post-16 factor which provided additional funding for two schools in
the authority. This was a flat per-pupil rate in 2016/17 and not related to pupil characteristics, including
any protected characteristics. The schools affected will continue to receive post-16 funding from the
EFA on the same basis as over post-16 providers.

An equality impact assessment was completed in 2013, and there are no significant changes from the
formula factors included in that year.
